Attach a continuous 1” x 4” strip of lumber along the length of the
shelving run at the recommended anchoring locations. Uprights are
screwed to the 1” x 4” using half of a standard back-to-back clamp
with hardware as detailed above.

° On units 96” high or less anchor 2 places.
° On units over 96” high anchor 3 places.

Overhead bracing is achieved by running 1” x 4”
boards from unit to unit across the tops. Bracing
is screwed or nailed into the tops of the

uprights, or into the middle of the top shelves.
Ordinarily the end of the bracing would be
attached to a wall shelving unit which would be
anchored. When no wall unit exists, the bracing is
nailed into the top of a 2” x 4” board which is
mounted to the wall at the proper height. The

2" x 4" is not supplied by Lundia.

Floor anchoring can be accomplished by using a 3” right angle
iron attached at the bottom of each stile of each upright and

anchored to the floor.

Note: Using this method of floor anchoring
waives the overhead bracing requirements for
shelving units up to 10’ in height, provided
that all stiles are so anchored.

Step 1- Initial Section

= Arrange uprights so bottom stamps
are on same end.

. Insert barrel nut into bottom brace
as shown (bottom brace is the larger
of the two).

. Insert joint connector bolt thru
pre-drilled hole at bottom of upright

into bottom brace with barrel nut.

. Using a screwdriver, turn barrel nut . e o~
to properly align with joint connector P T e i
bolt to prevent cross-threading. Using i b .
supplied hex wrench, tighten joint Dot i :
connector bolt into barrel nut installed R, te b - -
in brace.

Repeat Step 1 for top braces

TO INSTALL 2 OR MORE SECTIONS IN A

RUN, PROCEED TO STEP 2.

. To complete installation of a SINGLE
SECTION, repeat the above procedure
for opposite end of bottom and top
braces.

. Install shelves by placing shelf pins at
desired shelf locations. Place shelves

on shelf pins.

. Tighten all join connector bolts.



FREESTANDING UNITS

Step 2- Initial Section

» Insert barrel nut into opposite end of bottom
brace.

* Insert threaded rod thru pre-drilled hole in second
upright and into bottom brace. Hand thread rod into
barrel nut to avoid scarring threads.

» With barrel but installed in second bottom brace,
screw brace on to remainder of threaded rod in
second upright by turning entire brace until tight
and properly aligned with upright (this is more

easily done with being elevated by sitting on a 2 x 4),

*» Repeat step 2 for each additional common upright.

Step 3- Final Upright
= Repeat step 1 for opposite end of 2nd brace and
3rd upright. Do not tighten joint connector bolt

completely to allow some “play” for installing
remaining braces.

* Repeat the above steps for remaining braces.
= Install shelves.

= Tighten all joint connector bolts on 3rd upright.
